
1.2 million lbs of drugs confiscated in Arizona in 2009!  
How much hit our kids on the streets in New Mexico? 

August 11, 2009, On the 
Record, FNN, reported 
that 1.2 million pounds of 
drugs were confiscated 
crossing the Mexico border 
into Arizona. I remember a 
student that was in our 
center spotted some of 
her15 year old  friends 
from Arizona at the Albu-
querque Airport. She said 
they were there to deal 
their drugs.  I confirmed 
her story with her parents. 
August 1st I had seen an-
other program about Un-
dercover Police Women 
putting their lives on the 
line to WIN this Drug War 

that is ripping families 
apart, killing Americaôs 
youth, and filling our pris-
ons.   

I have never before, or 
since, watched this pro-
gram. But, as I watched this 
15 minute segment, ur-
gency to help our teens 
grew in my heart even 
greater than it ever has 
during the 26 years we 
have been on the front 
lines of this drug war. They 
confiscated 1,540,000 lbs. 
in 2009. How much actu-
ally hit the streets?  Most 
kids buy drugs by the ounce 
and few ever stop at just a 

one time drug experience.  

Many families have been 
devastated by drugs.  It is 
one thing to know about it, 
but it is different when it is 

someone in your own fam-

ily . It is an indescribable 

feeling when your own 
child sneaks out of their 
bedroom window and you 
donôt know what to do.  It 
tears out your heart when 
you get the STD results 
back showing the disease 
your precious little girl has 
because of the lifestyle of 
drugs. It makes you sick 
when you find your child is 
involved in pornography. 
The deviant behaviors that 
our children become in-
volved in are either di-
rectly or indirectly related 
to drugs.  We must win! 

Some of our students live 
in fear because the gangs 
have threatened them and 
their family before they 
came to Teen Challenge. 
and found Jesus Christ . 

Our kids need us now! Come to the Banquet!
